Minutes of meeting of Hoxne Parish Council Neighbourhood Development Plan  Working Group held on Thursday 21 May 2020 at 7.00 pm via video-conferencing

	Present:

1. Apologies – were received from Cllr Gill O’Connor. 
2. Hoxne Parish Council’s video Conferencing policy was applied to this meeting.

	3. The minutes of the meeting of 30 April 2020 were agreed and would be signed at the next appropriate meeting. 
4. Locality Funding – the application had been submitted to Locality, receipt confirmed and clarification sought. 
5. Engagement Leaflet – draft content was considered by the Group. It was agreed CW would look at leaflet design and MH at condensing the text. Whilst current restrictions may hamper the engagement process it was hoped that drop-in/walk through events could still take place at the village hall and GT would check for any plans to re-open the hall. AR,RM-F, MH, KF, KP and GT were all willing to volunteer for events which may take place in July (subject to time of events). 
6. Briefing Notes – T
a. Stage two of plan development – would be the listening stage and it was key to engage with many organisations and community groups. GT would liaise with the Heritage group and hope to facilitate a Zoom meeting. A list of community facilities was still needed (KF?).
b. Local Green Spaces – the briefing note provided was considered and members needed to suggest areas for designation in line with para 100 of the NPPF.
c. Biodiversity – the briefing note provided was considered and needed further development.
d. Landscape – the briefing note provided was considered and needed further development.
7. Website – the website www.hoxneneighbourhoodplan.co.uk was up and running and KP would post data on to the site as required. Contact details on website should refer to the Parish Council via the Parish Clerk. Links to the site would be built into the Parish Council website and Hoxne.net.  
8. Potential Housing Development – the results of the local housing needs survey will still awaited.  The Group needed to ascertain would people thought about housing development, where it could be and if any sites had come forward via planning authority call for sites. The Parish Council were aware of two sites on which landowners had come forward with but no formal agreements had been reached. The technical support package the Parish Council could access via Locality could include commissioning ACOM to undertake a housing assessment.

10. Other matters:
